FUNDRAISING TO UPGRADE SOUND SYSTEM
Council has given the Magnification Commission permission to investigate the possibility of upgrading the sound system in the church. The Commission brought in two companies to look at and make recommendations on our current system.
Both companies suggested changing our Control Console from an analog to a digital console, replacing the speakers that are on the ceiling in the front above the altar rail, provide connectivity to all 70-volt speakers throughout the entire facility and add acoustic sound panels on the back wall of the sanctuary, to help cut down on feedback and give a better sound.
The Commission recommended going with Voyager Music, who came in with a price of about $7,600.00. This was almost half of what the other company wanted.
Council has given the Commission permission to start raising funds to move forward with this project. If you would like to donate to this project, make your check payable to Camp Hill Church of God and write “Sound System” in the memo space.
So far, we have received donations in the amount of $2,250.
